Out of State Tuition Waivers

Waivers for Select Florida High School Graduates

New legislation (HB 851) effective July 1, 2014, allows Chipola College to waive the out-of-state portion of
tuition and fees for select high school graduates, provided they meet the following criteria:

Have attended a secondary school (high school) in Florida for three consecutive years immediately
before graduating from a Florida high school.

Apply for enrollment at Chipola College within 2 years (24 months) after high school graduation.
Submit an official Florida high school transcript as evidence of attendance and graduation.

The waiver may be applied to students who are DACA or undocumented, but is not limited to
undocumented students. If you meet the above criteria, please complete this form. You may submit the

Veteran tuition Waiver Program

HB 7015 which was passed by the 2014 Florida Legislature and signed into law by the Governor effective
July 1, 2014, enables Chipola College to waive the out-of-state portion of the tuition and fees for eligible
veteran students, provided they meet the following criteria:

Received an honorable discharge from the United Armed Forces, or National Guard (DD214 form must
show Character or Type of Discharge).

Physically reside in Florida while enrolled at Chipola College during the term waiver is applied (Copy of
Florida DL, ID, rental agreement showing name of Veteran or any tier 1 residency document).

Currently do not meet the state standard to qualify as a Florida resident for tuition purposes.
